SEPTEMBER, Monday 6t" 2010 - VOLCANIC DAY

09:00 Meeting with your guide at Place de la Victoire

Discover the old center of the city of Clermont: the Cathedral, fountains and private mansions as well as the
Notre-Dame du Port basilica which is registered on the World Heritage List (UNESCO).

Discover the lava stone architecture and also the famous people/characters of the city as Vercingétorix, Urbain Il
and Blaise Pascal.
